opment Alliance provided financial assistance through 

the Wyoming Business Council for the Construction     

Careers Foundation to acquire the land and building. In 

February 2007, the State Land and Investment Board gave 

final approval for the $3.0 million grant for the new 

building.  The Construction Careers Foundation will lease 

the building from the Economic Development Joint    

Powers Board with the intent to purchase.  The revenue 

generated from the lease and purchase option will go 

back to the Economic Development Joint Powers Board to 

be used for other development projects in Natrona 

County. The ground breaking ceremony was held on July 

10, 2007.

Training Center provides various training courses on        

behalf of their members in addition to customized train-

ing such as safety training for construction as well as 

safety training for oil and gas work sites.
